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1.
General Information

Catherine Phillips Cook and George Sherman Batcheller (Cook-Batcheller) Scholarships are funded by a 1975 bequest of $140,000 from the will of Katherine Batcheller to the New York State Board of Regents.  Two Cook-Batcheller Scholarships are awarded each year to Saratoga Springs High School graduates for the first year of full-time academic study at any accredited college or university in New York State or France but not in the city of Saratoga Springs.  The scholarships are for one year only and are not renewable.  The amount of the award is limited to the total cost of attendance at a postsecondary institution, less any State, Federal, or other scholarships or grants received or receivable by the awardees and is subject to the availability of funds.

2. Eligibility

Applicants must meet the following requirements:



(a)  be enrolled in their final year of study at Saratoga Springs High School; and



(b)  graduate from Saratoga Springs High School by August 2013; and



(c)  must have taken the American College Testing (ACT) Program Assessment or 

      the Scholastic Assessment Tests (SAT) of the College Board prior to
     January 31, 2013.

3.
Number of Awards

A total of two Cook-Batcheller Scholarships will be awarded, one to a female graduate and one to a male graduate of Saratoga Springs High School.

4.
Amount of Awards

The amount of an award will not exceed the total cost of education at the institution attended, less any State, Federal, or other scholarships or grants received or receivable by the student.  The total cost of education includes (a) tuition and fees, (b) room and board charges, and (c) an allowance of $400 for books and miscellaneous expenses.  If the awardee attends an institution with resident facilities, the room and board costs will be the typical institutional charge for a resident student and will be paid in that amount whether the student lives on-campus or off-campus.  If the student attends an institution without resident facilities, the room and board costs will be established at $1,500 for the academic year.  For attendance at a college in France, additional allowance may be made for travel costs.  In the event that the total projected cost of both one-year awards exceeds the income available from the Cook-Batcheller endowment, each recipient will receive a prorated portion of the available funds.
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5.
Terms and Requirements
(a) Scholarship recipients must be enrolled full-time in an approved postsecondary

program of study at an accredited college or university in New York State or in 

France, but not within the city of Saratoga Springs.
(b) Scholarship recipients must begin an approved postsecondary program of 

study by September 2013.  However, if an awardee is unable to begin

postsecondary study by September 2013 because of illness, military service, 

or other acceptable reason, the award may be deferred until September 2014.

6.
Selection Criteria

Applications will be reviewed and ranked on the basis of two criteria:

(a) the highest ACT composite score or total SAT reading, math and writing  score from a single test administration taken prior to January 31, 2013; and,


(b)
the financial need of the applicant based on his or her family's New York State net taxable income.  

Scholarships will be awarded to the applicants with the lowest composite ranking based on averaging the rankings for the two separate criteria.  For example, if the ranking on the ACT or SAT test score is 1 and the ranking on financial need is 3, the composite ranking will be 2. In the case of a tie in the composite ranking, preference will be given to the applicant with the highest test score.

A complete 2013-2014 Cook-Batcheller Application.

A photocopy of either pages 1 and 2 of the 2012 New York State Tax Forms IT 201/208 or page 1 of the New York State Tax Form IT 200 for both the applicant and his/her parent(s).


Saratoga Springs High School must submit:



(a)
An official high school transcript.



(b)
ACT and/or SAT scores on official school letterhead if they do not appear on the official high school transcript.

Notification of Results

Applicants will be advised of the results of the competition in June 2013.  Applicants who receive a scholarship will be required to submit their acceptance or declination of the award within 15 business days of the notification letter.


Failure to file an acceptance within the prescribed period will result in cancellation of the scholarship offer.

Alternate Winners

If the original recipient declines a scholarship, it will be immediately offered to the applicant of the same sex with the next lowest composite ranking.

Special Directions for Completing the Application

Item 5.  Name of Parents.  List the name of your mother (stepmother or adoptive mother)

and the name of your father (stepfather or adoptive father). You must list names of both

mother and father, unless one of the following applies:

Your mother is deceased, and your father is not remarried: Write your father's name and write "deceased" instead of your mother's name.

Your father is deceased, and your mother is not remarried: Write your mother's name and write "deceased" instead of your father's name.

Your parents are divorced and the parent having custody has not remarried: Write the name of the parent having custody and write "divorced" instead of the name of the other parent.

Item 10.  Other Children in College.  If more than one child in your family will be

enrolled full-time in postsecondary study during the 2013-2014 academic year, your

family's net taxable income may be reduced by $3,000 for the first child in addition to 

yourself, and by an additional $2,000 for each additional child after the first.  Accordingly,

you should enter in Item 10 the name of any brother(s) or sister(s) who will be in full-time

postsecondary study during 2013-2014 and who will be claimed as a dependent on your 

parent(s)' New York State tax return for 2012.  Do not list your own name.
Item 11.  2012 Income.  All applicants must submit for themselves and their parent(s) a 

photocopy of either (a) pages 1 and 2 of New York State Tax Forms IT 201/208 for 2012
or (b) page 1 of New York State Tax Form IT 200 for 2012 and complete the income data 

requested in item 11 and sign the form.

Please note: Candidates who are selected as scholarship winners may be required to

approve release of income tax returns from the New York State Department of Taxation

and Finance for the purpose of verifying the financial information submitted.
