Commissioner’s Requests:
· HE Subcommittee- Implications for programs from what we're learning from the certification exams results (Math Task has been challenging on some campuses- the need for collaboration for Liberal Arts and Sciences faculty) - Action Plan- changing program requirements?  SUNY, CUNY, cIcu? Approaching changes to program requirements?  ALST- students writing and reading skills- particular investments that we should be advocating for? If we know students are coming with weaker prior skills, what can we do to make sure they are successful?  What interventions and resources can we provide? CSTEP- prepares students for professions; Corrective Action Plan- Any relief from 80%?  You want a campus to have a plan if they are performing low.  Labeling may be a part of the problem; 
Professional Practices-
· Accepting public comment on SS Framework (doesn't change content standards, but puts emphasis on skills); How do we support teachers in introducing the new framework? (Without RTTT $) Next Generation Science Standards- if State adopts them, they are radically different at the HS level- How do we support the science transition? Are the program and exam requirements adequate?  Combined placements?  Math and Science; Changing the standards and changing the exams becomes cumbersome.  The biggest challenge has been bringing in Arts and Sciences Faculty to change their coursework; De-emphasizing “Common Core-” how to get integration, synthesizing, and problem solving- new syllabi; Symposium- they can choose on their own, “this is something I want to try”; Worried that most focus has been on edTPA- not ALST and EAS
             Pre-K- How much will it cost?  How will we pay for it?  How do you ensure quality of preparation of teachers?  Is it working? We don't want another low quality service for high needs kids; How can SED support this? Change of Cert exams?  Certification pathways for employees.  What should people be prepared to do?  What is the role of the parent and the community?  ELL? Bilingual students?  How to cover gap between 3 years-olds and K?  
             Pace of Common Core implementation into consideration, changing standards changing exams open to feedback also change with teacher prep programs. 


Questions from the Board:
· What is the Status of PARCC Assessments- Optional Field testing approved for NYS this year and next. Some states are already operational with Smarter Balance/PARCC. Technology capacity, bandwidth, knowledge on use to consider. Microsoft Settlement- $80 million- not a high demand for the money; 
· Institutional Profiles- Metrics included; partial data; APPR; Commissioner is open to feedback on the timeline and format (opportunity to partner constructively); Not rushing to get them out- but want to keep moving forward. The ALST/EAS provide useful information on how to instruct us-Historical data.

· Science Method course- Is it still?
· Science Safety practical exam- students should be able to show working knowledge of lab safety
· NYC- Lab Safety Technicians (not mandatory)
