NYSED-2H-2, ENROLLMENT OF COLLEGE STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES, FALL 2003


Check for missing, invalid, out-of-range, and duplicate institutional codes and record identifiers such as part, section and line number as well as needed institutional characteristics such as county, sector and level.  Check for missing forms vs. not applicable forms. 

· This form is applicable to all levels of institutions, 2-year, 4-year or more and graduate only. 

· Institutions may submit either branch or institutional total data.  

Fatal error checks.  An error message is generated for each of the following relationships when not true  [fatal errors may not be overridden by editor, must be resolved]:

· R#6.1 & R#7.1 If the reported total enrollment of students with disabilities is '0' or '  ' on line 20, then the 2nd  box at the top of the form must be checked indicating that the institution does not have any students with disabilities to report, and conversely.  This is not working right.

· Horizontal add checks- 

· R#1.1 – 1.18 For each of lines 01 through 20, column 1 + column 2 must equal column 3.

· Vertical add checks- For each type of enrollment [occupationally specific(column 1), all other(column 2) and total(column 3)]-

· R#5.1 – 5.3  Sum of lines 01 + 05 + 08 + 11 + 12 + 19 = line 20

The form has been changed so that students may be reported in more than one disability category.  In line 20, they are to report an unduplicated count of students with disabilities, so line 20 may be <= to the sum of lines 1,5,8,11,12 and 19 but not > the sum.
· Vertical add checks- For each type of enrollment [occupationally specific(column 1), all other(column 2) and total(column 3)]-

· R#2.1-2.3 Sum of lines 02 + 03 + 04  = line 05    still ok
· R#3.1-3.3 Sum of lines 06 + 07 = line 08             still ok
· R#4.1-4.3 Sum of lines 09 + 10 = line 11             still ok
· R#4.4 –4.6 Sum of lines 13 + 14 + 15 + 16 + 17 + 18 = line 19   change so that sum may be > or = to line 19
Comparison error checks.  An error message is generated when each of the following relationships are true [comparison errors may be accepted as 'ok' at the discretion of the editor].  Percent change <%CHG>  as used below is defined as the absolute value of  100 * ((current year data - prior year data) / prior year data).  Currently, we are getting an error message when both the current and prior year values are zero.  That should not be an error.
· Year to year comparisons, current year (cy) vs. prior year(py)- For each type of enrollment [occupationally specific(column 1), all other(column 2) and total(column 3)]-

· R#8.1 For line 20, column 1, Enrollment in Occupationally Specific Programs-

Error message when <%CHG > is greater than 25% and the absolute value of the (cy-py) is greater than 10

· R#9.1For line 20, column 2, All Other Degree-credit Enrollment-

Error message when <%CHG > is greater than 25% and the absolute value of the (cy-py) is greater than 10

· R#10.1 For line 20, column 3, Total-

Error message when <%CHG > is greater than 25% and the absolute value of the (cy-py) is greater than 10

· [Disregard this rule until further notice] Comparison to the Inventory of Registered Programs(IRP)-error when Line 20, column 1, Enrollment in Occupationally Specific Programs is greater than 0 and the institution has no registered programs on IRP with HEGIS code => 5000.00 and HEGIS < 5600.00.  
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
