	NYSED-1, Admissions
· Due date changed to February 1
· New racial/ethnic categories must be reported this year


	--The due date change will help make the admissions data consistent with the final fall enrollment data.

--This is consistent with IPEDS reporting.


	NYSED-2.9, Graduation and Persistence Rates
· Race/ethnic categories will not be changed on this form until next year
· Splits will be collected for the high school credential categories recently added to the admissions form

	--This change was delayed by IPEDS until next year because the cohorts collected are for earlier years when the data would not be available

--These splits will be collected on both the graduation rate and persistence sections.

	NYSED-4.1, Student Financial Aid
· The aid categories collected have been expanded to provide a comprehensive list of aid (except for private grants and loans not known to the student aid office).

	--This change is a result of changes in federal agencies administering aid regarding their willingness to provide data files of aid for their program.  To get this information at all or in a timely fashion requires us to request the information from each institution.

	NYSED-2R, Institutional Activity 
· A row has been added to collect the annual credits and enrollment counts for high school students
	--This is an increasing component of postsecondary enrollment.



	NYSED-2H2, Students with Disabilities
· The term impairment has been replaced with the term disability throughout the form
· Learning disabilities due to a neurological disability has been broken out as a subcategory of learning disabilities.
	--Changes based on a request by the CUNY Council on Student Disability Issues (COSDI) to reflect current connotations of the terms and allow tracking of a key subgroup.

	NYSED-2.10, College Participation and Persistence By High School
· This is a NEW annual HEDS form required of all public colleges to provide a student record file with credits earned within two years of entry for a specific cohort.
· Data must be reported by student subgroups including race/ethnicity, economic disadvantage, limited English proficiency, and students with disabilities.

· Data must include the LEA from which the student graduated as identified by its College Board code (CEEB).

	--Required for SED to receive federal state stabilization funds and is designed to help focus efforts to improve the college preparation of high school graduates.
--The required student subgroups (r/e, economic disadvantage, limited English proficiency, and students with disabilities) will be obtained by matching submitted data with the Department’s K-12 student records.
--College identification of year of high school graduation and high school attended may need to be improved, especially at open admission colleges
--Implementation of a P-16 system allowing students to be tracked between K-12 and postsecondary systems will eventually greatly simplify this collection.
