A.    Call the Office of Research and Information Systems (ORIS) at (518) 474-5091, email            

        the office at heds@mail.nysed.gov, or fax the office at (518) 474-1907 and provide an 
        explanation why the due date cannot be met and provide an estimated data submission date.

	Q.     Why do I need to submit a NYSED-2.9 to ORIS?  
A.    ORIS uses the graduation information submitted by the college to fill numerous 

         internal and external data requests.

	Q.     What happens if I do not submit the NYSED-2.9 in HEDSLive by the due date?
A.     The College will be dunned for the missing form. The status in HEDSLive will not be 

   changed to accepted.

	Q.      Should the college report consistent enrollment numbers between IPEDS and NYSED?
A.      The graduation information should be consistent between the two data collections.

	Q.      What happens if the college fails to submit the NYSED-2.9 data by June 1st
A.      ORIS will use the previous year’s data and log it into HEDSLive as a HEDS Estimate. 
          The preliminary data is posted on the ORIS website  as the final numbers until the data is 

           submitted.

	Q.      Where do I report students who dropped out of the cohort? 
A.      Report Drop Outs in Column 16 “Other”.

	Q.      Does my NYSED 2.9 Remedial Student data need to be consistent with the data reported in 
          the NYSED-2R and the NYSED 2.4?

	Q.      Does my graduation cohort data need to be consistent with the data reported on the  

          NYSED-1 from the previous cohort year?

A.      Yes.    The total number of Full-Time First Time Students on the current years NYSED-2.9  

           must equal the total number reported on the NYSED-1 for the cohort year.  (3 Years 

           earlier for Associate Degrees in Section and 6 Years earlier for Bachelor’s Degrees in 

           Section B).

	Q.     What do I do if the college does not use the SAT/ACT and/or the HS GPA?  

A.     Report the total under Unknown. 

	10.
	Q.     What do I do if a yellow warning flag appears and the data I submit is accurate?

A.     Add an explanation in the notes field on the review and submit page.

	11.
	Q.     Do I have to fill out Section C and D?

A.     No, but we encourage the college to do so.
