	 Q.  How does a new institution become eligible for the High Needs Nursing Program?   

A.   The institution must complete an initial Application form. and submit it to ORIS for approval 

        by October 15th

	Q.    What do I do if I am unable to submit the NYSED-2N by the due date?    

A.    Call the Office of Research and Information Systems (ORIS) at (518) 474-5091, email            

        the office at heds@mail.nysed.gov, or fax the office at (518) 474-1907 and provide an 
        explanation why the due date cannot be met and provide an estimated data 
         submission date.

	Q.     Why do I need to submit a NYSED-2N to ORIS?  
A.     ORIS uses the nursing enrollment information submitted by the college to calculate the per 

         student allocation and to fill numerous internal and external data requests.

	Q.     What happens if I do not submit the NYSED-2N in HEDSLive by the due date?
A.      The College will be dunned for the missing form. The status in HEDSLive will not be 

    changed to accepted and the college will not be eligible for the allocation if the form is not 

    submitted and finalized by December 31st.

	Q.      What happens if the college fails to submit the NYSED-2N data by December 31st?
A.        The college will be ineligible to receive a 2N allocation for the academic year.

	Q.      Will ORIS accept a NYSED-2N that is not signed by the Chief Executive Officer and a

           Notary or Commissioner of Deeds? 

A.      No.

	Q.     Why does the college need to submit a Statement of Use of High Needs Nursing Aid by December 1st?
A.     To explain how the college intends to use the unrestricted funds to increase nursing 

         enrollment.

	Q.     Can a college receive an allocation for a part-time nursing student?
A.     No, only full-time nursing students enrolled in a RN program qualify.

	Q.     Can a college receive an allocation for students enrolled in their Licensed Practical Nursing 

         Program?
A.     No, only students enrolled in an RN Program qualify.

	10.
	Q.     Are SUNY, CUNY or Proprietary Colleges eligible to receive 2N allocations?

A.     No, only Independent Colleges can apply for NYSED 2N funding.

	11.
	Q.     Are BUNDY and Non-BUNDY institutions eligible for NYSED-2N allocations?

A.     No. Only institutions which qualify for Bundy Aid are eligible.

	Q.     How many copies of the NYSED-2N do I need to submit to ORIS?

A.     A college needs to submit the original and one copy to ORIS.

	13.
	Q.     How does a college submit the names of enrolled students to ORIS so that it can calculate 

         the per student rate for the NYSED-2N?

A. The college submits either an EXCEL Spreadsheet to ORIS that contains:
          SEDCODE, Institution, Year, CIP Code, CIP Name,  IRP Number, Degree, ID, Last Name,   

          First Name. A sample of the spreadsheet is provided on the form.

	Q.     Does the College need to submit an Application each year to be eligible to receive a 

         NYSED-2N allocation?

A.      Only when initially applying does a college need to submit an Application to ORIS.

	Q.      Will ORIS accept any changes to the NYSED-2N form after January 15th?
A.      No.  

	16.
	Q.      Does a college need to submit a NYSED-2N form each year?

A.      Yes, a college must submit the full-time enrollment numbers each year in their RN programs to ORIS.
